Spring: spinach, radishes, peas, carrots, kohlrabi, onions, turnips, parsnips, broccoli, cabbage, cauliflower, brussels sprouts, celery, collards*, garlic, kale*, leeks, potatoes, shallots, fava beans

Summer: cucumbers, melons, squashes, corn, basil, beans, tomatoes, peppers, eggplant, pumpkins, okra, potatoes, sunflowers, quinoa

Fall/Beginning of winter: spinach, radishes, carrots, kohlrabi, turnips, broccoli, cabbage, endive, brussels sprouts, celery, kale*, cauliflower, collards*, garlic, leeks, onions, peas, shallots, turnips, fava beans, mustard 

ALL three seasons: swiss chard, beets, carrots*, leaf lettuce, scallions (green onions)

* can withstand frost
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
