This living document guides the projects of the Student Environmental Center, the Education for Sustainable Living Program, and funding body, the Campus Sustainability Council.
The Earth Summit will be April 22, 2011 and will be a space for students, staff, faculty, and community members to come together to determine their involvement and action for the topic areas covered in the Breakout events. Much of the event will be formatted according to input from the students at UCSC as to what they would like to see, and will likely include project planning, opportunities to tackle the issues raised at the Breakout events, and workshops about current campaigns and efforts to increase campus sustainability.
