History-10th annual ES event, since 2002 sustainability office, orgs. and campaigns have come together to have Earth Summit to make the Blueprint (living document). Students use blueprint to make proposal for new projects, funding, and organization for those projects.  Project proposals are direct reflections of blueprint and 2009 sustainability plan (official University plan with goals primarily carried out by staff. Elements are linked to policy on sustainable practices.) Blueprint-nonbinding document

We will need to figure out what things should be in sustainability plan, find common ground, keep them separate or try to integrate them as one.

New structure- why:  Breakouts last year were not engaged or large enough to control $250,000 of student fees. What: 10 topics divided into 4 breakout sessions. Each of those events we will create a draft blueprint to bring to Earth Summit and collaborate. For after ES we will decide about more breakouts, and how to increase things like web representation and success stories. 

For new structure; How can we make people stay after lunch, incentives? Some suggestions were to have a key note speaker later in afternoon, eco-fashion show, concert afterwards, naptime breaks. NASA Johnathon trent-possible speaker interested in SC (cheap to book ) Can we make a ES binder (with benchmarks) comparing aspects of campus sustainability (then v. now). Flashmobs for publicity

Themes:

Keep in mind: Past theme was focus the nation, 10 years is a milestone so what can we use this focus for 2021 10 year plan, Keep others in mind since small committee is choosing. Tom Vaney donates money to our efforts

1. Social action: sustainability and social justice. This could be very training and organizing based. Focused more on creating change agents, continuing organization (working groups)

2. Engaging: nontraditional participants-not preaching to choir, make it more fun. Hands on, interesting activities. Cooperation with other orgs

3.Collaboration: Local city on a hill+ community involvement: move everyone in a sustainable direction. One world creating structures for support.

4. 10 year benchmark: Reflect on last 10 yrs look forward to next 10 years

5. Names: Act 10, engage, decade, looking back moving forward, sustainability, 10-10-10, Look both ways, sustain 10 again

Goals: discussed list of long, intermediate, short. 

Input-(Goal 4) How can we make it more interesting to new comers and let them see that this is an organized, fun, and important event.

 (Objectives) active and continued student engagement and continued  participation. Maybe during CSC end of year event to recap ES and invite alumni who participated in ES. And look hard at past improvables.
