Sustainability Projects


I) Carbon Fund - http://sustainability.ucsc.edu/ 

· Created after measure 44 --> $3/quarter/student

· 8 members on committee --> 3 managers and 5 students

· focus on energy saving projects, especially projects that lower UCSC’s carbon footprint, considering the recently drafted Climate Action Plan.

· GHG’s for dollar spent and residual benefit

· Mid-late March applications due

· Late January applications available online at SEC, CSC, Green Campus, and Sustainability websites

· $100,000 available to fund projects

· Why should you apply? make a difference in a harsh economic climate


II) Measure 43- http://casfs.ucsc.edu/farm-to-college/measure-43-opportunities-2 

· Students voted last year and passed it

· Supports sustainable projects

· $ 100,000 available for projects

· Panel: 2 students, 2 officers, 2 professors

· 1-year or 2-year grant

· Applications accepted in winter and spring each year

· Projects will be awarded $250 - 5,000

· Money will also be rewarded to orgs that want to have guest speakers speak at their orgs

· Applications available at: ucscfswg@ucsc.edu or casfs@ucsc.edu under measure 43 opportunities

· Designed to give students freedom to create their own projects


III) Campus Sustainability Council - http://cscsustainability.weebly.com/ 

· Provides funding for registered campus organizations

· Funded by Measure 9 and 14

· Application funding rounds in winter and spring

· 3 different types of funding: regular, semi-permanent, and permanent

· regular = one time funding

· semi-permanent = 2 year test period 

· permanent = does not need to apply for funding again

· Proposals due February 4th, interview to follow

· Decisions made on February 21st

· Must attend one of the mandatory grant writing meetings to be eligible for a grant

· Must keep strict agendas, attend meetings, and read the Campus Sustainbility Draft

IV) Measure 45

· Not a grant

· This money began funding the Sustainabilty Office in 2007

· Apart of the Physical Plant and Construction

· This money helped make possible the Campus Sustainability Plan Draft

· 8 working groups (i.e. Water, Food, Waste...)

· Ballot measure asking each student for $2.75/quarter until 2020 was on the poll  in 2008 but did not pass.

· Therefore in 2012 the Sustainability Office will be looking for permanent funding.

· The Sustainability Office is in charge of many green campus initiatives including: Green office certification, The Carbon Fund, and the IDEASS class. 

· Focus: to have sustainability included in academics so that ideas become widespread


V) College Senate

· Each college has a senate funded by student fees

· This money is small, but may be used however the senate deems fit

· To receive funding from a college senate: 1) contact senate co-chair (information on individual colleges websites) 2) fill out form with a mission statement 3) get on the agenda for a weekly meeting 4) give senate a proposal presentation 5) get funds in about 2 weeks

· Criteria: how many students in college affected, impact and feasibility, ‘how have you made this event more sustainable’

· Pros: continuous funding, no specific deadline and all year meetings

· Cons: small budgets, around $10,000

· Need to be small projects

· You can ask each college senate for money 


VI) Core Council

· 10 college representatives and an advisor

· $15,000 - 20,000 available from mandatory student fees

· Have to be apart of OPERS, SOAR or free media to be eligible for funding

· 2 funding rounds in winter and spring

· Winter applications due: Friday January 21st

· Follow up applications with presentations in Mid-February

· Criteria: excellence, adherance to guidelines, benefits to students

· Cons: only 2 year filing process, don’t apply if you want permanent funding

· Pros: Projects do not need to pertain to sustainability


VII) FOCAN 

· Student led organization

· Funded by the CSC


VIII) Student Union Assembly - http://sua.ucsc.edu/FundingRequest.php http://sua.ucsc.edu/FundingRequest.php 

· $65,000 available for projects

· Projects favored that benefit campus as a whole, builds a good reputation for UCSC

· Projects will be rewarded around: $200 - 5,000 

· Funding request information

· Simple to get funding, must attend meeting and give presentation of proposal


IX) OVER ALL NOTES

· Grants can fund not only projects but also student stipends for jobs

· SUA does not provide funding for stipends

· CSC is looking for specific applicants and it is not for everyone nor is it forever

· Much easier to write your grant after a grant that has already been successful, no need to reinvent the wheel

· Do not look to just one fund to receive all of your funding, plan on getting small sums from each organization.

· Criteria and follow up will be given to all applicants
