· Who should I contact about internship requirements?
· You can ask your campaign coordinator if you are currently an intern or email the co-chairs at seccochair@ucsc.edu if you are interested in becoming an intern with the Student Environmental Center.
· What is the difference between a 2 and 5 unit intern?
· All interns are required to fulfill their requirements for the Environmental Studies department (ENVS) which are listed at: http://envs.ucsc.edu/internships/intern_checklist.php. For the Student Environmental Center, 2 unit interns work 6-8 hours per week and are required to attend our internship orientation, weekly General Gathering, quarterly retreat, mid-quarter check-in, among other responsibilities specific to your internship. 5 unit interns are required to fulfill the same responsibilities as 2 unit interns and in addition, create a Vision and Action Plan for the quarter, attend weekly Steering Committee meetings, and the end of quarter evaluations. Additionally, you should be recording your monthly tasks in your monthly report and your hours and reflections in your ENVS journal. You should attend General Gatherings from 6:30 to 8:30 on Wednesdays at the College 8 Red Room and your campaign meetings as well.
